Pork Production Technician Job Description.      NOC Code:8253
Pork Production Technicians over their time with Dynacrest Farms Inc. are likely to operate in all stages of our “3-stage” production model; “Breeding & Farrowing”, Nursery and “Finishing”. At all stages employees are part of a team working towards specific production goals. 

Breeding and Farrowing responsibilities include:

· Detecting heat patterns in weaned sows and replacement gilts.

· Natural or artificial mating of the heat detected animals.

· Recording of data on the events occurring in the breeding and gestation areas.

· Carrying out 21-day heat checking and 35- and 56-day pregnancy checking.

· Monitoring sow and boar body condition and adjusting feed levels as needed.

· Vaccinating animals according to schedule.

· Assisting sows during the farrowing process.  This involves looking for problems and reacting to minimize stillborn pigs.

· Processing of litters from sows that have already farrowed and recording data.
· Treating sick or weak pigs as necessary to minimize prewean mortality.

· Cross-fostering pigs to minimize preweaning mortality.

· Weaning and shipping of pigs.

· Feeding and watering all sows, piglets and boars.

· Washing and preparing the breeding areas and farrowing rooms. 

 Nursery Technician responsibilities include:  

· Sorting pigs as they are received from the sow farm.

· Recording data on all pigs throughout the nursery phase.

· Feeding and watering of all pigs.

· Treating and sorting out smaller pigs.

· Vaccinating pigs.

· Shipping of feeder pigs.

Finishing Technician responsibilities include:

· Assist and maintain pig health, comfort and environmental conditions (i.e., fresh food and water availability, air quality, sanitation, stocking densities, animal welfare, pig treatments, humane euthanasia).

· Assist in washing the facilities between batches.

· Scaling and shipping of market hogs
At all stages, Technicians do general maintenance and other duties assigned by the Barn Manager
Working Conditions: Employees work in a closed environment with strict bio-security measures in place. Showering in and out of the farms with a complete change of clothing that the company provides. There is dust and odours in the hog barns even though they are on a computer controlled ventilation system which maintains a healthy air quality at all times. The position requires an employee to be on their feet for most of the day and some of the work can be strenuous at times. Work hours are 07.00 am to 04.00 pm with a morning break of 15 to 30 minutes and a lunch break of one hour. Overtime is paid for extra hours worked and for statutory holidays worked.
